In the West Virginia town of Way Down Deep, in the 1950's, a child is abandoned and
then taken in by Miss Arbutus, the owner of the local boarding house. Ruby is very
happy with her life at the boarding house and her friends in town. Many years later a
family of outsiders arrives in town and the mystery of her past begins to unravel.
